Sherry Plays Harry's Game

Club veteran Stevan Sherry was last
night at the centre of a legal stommn
that tabloids are dubbing “When
Harry Mt Sherry™.

The long serving defender last week
appeared before magistrates in Ux-
bridge accused of speeding through

The prosecution presented fourteen
hours of wideo evidence obtained
from the 12 Pound Sheps, 17 Char-
ity Shops and four fast-food estab-
lishrments in the pedestrian area of
the Hayes Town centre, all showing
Sherry’s 30 minute rarmpage.
